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Policy for Tuition & Kindergarten Student Assignment

TUITION FOR FULL-DAY KINDERGARTEN

1. Families will pay tuition for FDK based on the sliding fee scale approved by the Milton School Committee 

2. Families with multiple kindergarten students attending during the same school year shall use the sliding fee payment scale. They shall pay their full rate for the first child; two steps lower on the scale for the second child; the third+ child shall have the fee waived.
3. Fees for extra-curricular events related to FDK will be included as part of tuition.  There will be no additional fees for extra-curricular activities (i.e. field trips)

4. A deposit of 10% of the sliding fee is required to reserve a place in the FDK program.  These deposits are due at your student screening appointment.  

5. Placement for registrations will be made according to the Kindergarten student assignment policy below.

6. Milton Public Schools will comply with all Department of Elementary and Secondary Education requirements regarding full-day kindergarten

KINDERGARTEN STUDENT ASSIGNMENT

1. The district student assignment policy will be followed in assigning all kindergarten students, whether in the full or half day programs.  In the event that it is necessary to balance class size across the district by assigning some students outside their attendance areas, the following steps will be taken.
For the Half-Day K Program:

a) Based on enrollment in the half-day kindergarten program, children will be assigned to the school(s) that offers that program.

b) The determination of which school(s) will offer a half-day k program will be made based upon available classroom space. 

For the Full-Day K Program:

a) Incoming kindergarten students who have siblings that are currently in elementary school, in Milton, will be assigned to the same elementary school that their sibling attends. 

b) In the event that classrooms need to be balanced around the system, principals will contact enrolled families to determine whether there are any volunteers that are willing to move to a school outside their attendance area.
c) If not enough families volunteer to move to a school outside their attendance area to balance class size through step (b):

I. Placement in attendance area schools will be determined on a first-come, first-served basis, according to when deposits are paid.  All families that pay a deposit before and during student screening week, will be considered to have made a deposit at the same time.  

II. Student geographic proximity to schools (along boundaries) will also be considered. This will minimize transportation costs associated with the balancing of attendance areas.

2.
Any kindergarten student assigned to a school outside his/her attendance area will receive free transportation during their kindergarten school year.

3.
Students assigned to K classes, whether full-day or half-day, will attend grade 1 at their attendance area school.  However, the district continues to reserve  the right under the school assignment policy to balance class sizes.

Kindergarten Financial Information Instructions

1. The tuition for Full Day Kindergarten for the 2010-11 school year is $3,300.

2. Some families may qualify for a lower tuition amount.  Please refer to the enclosed “Sliding Fee Scale” to determine if you would be eligible for a reduced tuition.  

3. To apply for a reduced tuition, please complete the attached “Full-Day Kindergarten Financial Application” and submit it along with the required documents at your parent registration appointment.
4. The following are the required documents to qualify for a reduced tuition amount:
a. A copy of your 2009 tax return
b. Corresponding W-2 & 1099 forms for all household members
c. A copy of one month’s pay stubs for each working household member (4 weeks within the most recent six week period)

d. If you are newly employed, and don’t yet have 4 weeks of pay stubs, you may provide a letter from your employer on their stationery stating your gross monthly income
i. Your fee for Full-Day Kindergarten will be determined based on your family’s income and the Milton Public Schools Sliding Fee Scale for Full-Day Kindergarten.
5. You will be notified of your tuition amount by mail in May 2010.

6. Families that do not provide sufficient documentation will pay tuition of $3,300.

7. Deposits will be collected at your child’s screening in June 2010.

8. Families that do not submit a deposit at their student screening will not be guaranteed a spot in Full Day Kindergarten.
