This will be the 
Town of MIlton Board of Health’s only public flu clinic this year.   
 If you are unable to attend this clinic, you are encouraged to check with your Primary Care 
Physician or local pharmacy for the flu vaccine. They will also be collecting canned goods and other 
non-perishable items for the Milton Food Pantry at the clinic so any donation would be greatly 
appreciated.
