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Wait Until 8th 
● Pledge that empowers families to rally together to delay giving children a 

smartphone until at least 8th grade. 

● By banding together this will decrease the pressure felt by students and 
families alike over the students having a smartphone. 

 
●  A pledge becomes "active" once 10 or more families from a grade at a school 

sign.  
 
● This takes the pressure off because the pledge only kicks in once at least 10 

families sign from your grade. 



Statistics 
● The average age a student gets a smartphone is 10 years old 

● Children are spending between 6 and 9 hours a day on media 

● 95% of teens have smartphones *  

● 45% of teens say they are online “almost constantly” * 

● 24% report social media has had a negative effect on their life *
